ABSTRACT

Bob Frati, Frank Bastoni, and Steve Vatalaro of RNF Associates/EAI (Earth Anchor
Installations) will present a talk on their fast, efficient, and economical earth anchoring system.
Their firm sells and installs driven earth anchors (Manta Ray, Sting Ray, and Duckbill) in the
western U.S. These anchors are driven into the ground, as opposed to screwing, digging, or
other methods. Applications include tie backs for retaining walls, Keystone or other block walls,
sea walls, sheet pile, revetment mats, gabions, foundation stabilization, excavation shoring,
guyed towers, pipeline buoyancy control, erosion control, and stream repair. Benefits of this
anchoring system include minimal soil disturbance, speed of installation, lower labor costs, and
environmental friendliness. One of the great aspects of these anchors is that each one is
locked and load tested during installation.

Bob Frati is the owner and founder of RNF Associates for the last 21+ years, and is
instrumental in the development, design specification, and installation procedures of driven
earth anchors. Frank Bastoni holds a B.S. Degree in geology, and has formerly worked for
geotechnical & civil engineers. He currently does marketing, design & installations of the
anchor systems. Steve Vatalaro has 23 years experience in all aspects of anchor construction,
including field installation, design and build, and heavy equipment operator for installations.
